boom so it makes you feel 

a rumble in your body, but it is safe.

If it is too loud or I don’t like 
how the rumble feels, 

I can wear my headphones 
or take a break 

outside of the theater.



Sometimes, the people on stage 
will ask the audience 

If they have any questions..
That includes me!

I can choose if I 
want to join in with 
the people around 

me or not.



Once the show is over, the people on stage 
will bow, the audience will cheer, and the 

lights will get brighter.

After the people on 
stage leave, it will be 

time for us to walk 
back to our car and 

go home!
